Types of Cloud Services: 

Public: 
Used to deliver 
services across 

the internet

Private: 
Aimed at the 
internal use 

of an 
organization 

Hybrid: 
A combination 

of the two 

According to statistics on cloud computing adoption, use of hybrid cloud infrastructures is by far 
the most popular one in all IT sectors. 

The hybrid model is widely used in insurance (73%) while public cloud services 
are the most popular in hotel and leisure use (28%), with private cloud use 
dominating in engineering (30%).

⦁ Insurance: 73% hybrid – 18% private – 9% public 
 
⦁ Retail & Logistics: 66% hybrid – 21% private – 13% public 
 
⦁ Manufacturing: 65% hybrid – 19% private – 16% public 
 
⦁ Utilities: 62% hybrid – 21% public – 18% private 
 
⦁ Software & Technology: 59% hybrid – 21% public – 20% private
